This completed form must be accompanied by a letter of support from the nominator describing, in detail, the significant contributions made by the nominee in his or her piece of literature. If possible, send a copy of the nominated book, article, or other type of publication. The following criteria are used in making a selection 1) The publication presents new facts and/or concepts about blindness; 2) The publication presents a new perspective on a fundamental problem(s) in blindness; 3) The publication stresses clearly some particular need in the field and elicits a response in the concrete form of contributions and/or legislative advocacy; 4) The publication successfully popularizes the life and times of people with visual impairments within the sighted community.
