In the food category, sparked by the 2002 Olympics, chefs and restaurateurs created a culinary rebirth in Salt Lake.  Sample regional and Southwestern favorites at casual family establishments or find a mix of ethnic restaurants from Indian to Afghanistan and Peruvian to Honduran, Chinese to Vietnamese to suit your fancy.   Enjoy a friendly relaxed atmosphere at several of the local brewpubs where you can be served delectable appetizers and entrees with locally brewed ales. Superb vintage wines and alcoholic beverages are offered at most restaurants and “private clubs” have full bars and some allow smoking. While the term ‘private club’ may sound exclusive, they are Utah’s equivalent to bars and are open to everyone. Visitors purchase two-week memberships, similar to a cover charge in other cities, and the memberships costs are approximately $4.  Membership also allows sponsorship of other guests. 

More than 20 Salt Lake restaurants hold awards of excellence from Wine Spectator magazine including the Aerie Restaurant, Bangkok Thai, Fleming’s Steakhouse, La Caille, Market Street Grill & Oyster Bar, Metropolitan, Shallow Shaft, Spencer’s for Steaks and Chops, The New Yorker, and Tuscany, just to name a few.
